Profile of the candidate:

Francisco Ceacero currently works at the Department of Animal Science
and Food Processing / Faculty of Tropical AgriSciences, where he started as
post-doc researcher in 2012, became assistant professor in 2014 and
associate professor in 2015.

As teacher, in this period the candidate has been guarantee of several
subjects related to animal nutrition, deer biology and herpetology. He is
also responsible of the Scientific Seminars since 2017, where renowned
international speakers are frequently invited. Through Erasmus and other
international programs, he has also conducted teaching activities in Spain,
Uruguay and Mongolia.
